Course Description:
Community-based instruction is the concept of teaching students in a variety of environments. This instructional technique enables our students to generalize skills across settings allowing them to become more successful and independent than they would in a typical classroom. 6. To expose all students to the Georgia Professional Standards at the high school level

2. Access English (9th & 10th grade, 11th through GAA)
3. Access Social Studies (9th & 10th grade, 11th through GAA)

4. Access Science (9th & 10th grade, 11th through GAA)

5. Independent Living Skills

6. Leisure Skills

7. Personal Management Skills
8. Pre-Vocational Skills
