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COURSE OBJECTIVES  
 
This course will continue to expand your communicative competence in German and develop 
your understanding of German culture. The Georgia Performance Standards for Modern 
Languages specify the standards and elements that guide this course. Please see the Georgia 
Department of Education’s website “Georgia Standards” for a detailed description of the 
indicators that guide instruction for each level of the World Languages curriculum for the state of 
Georgia see: www.Georgiastandards.org   By the end of German II, students will exhibit Novice-
Mid level proficiency in speaking and writing and Novice-High level proficiency in listening and 
reading (Proficiency Guidelines of the American Council on the Teaching of Foreign 
Languages). This course promotes language competency in the following areas at the German 
II level: 
 
1)   Language Development (includes learning vocabulary and grammar at the German II  
       level, e.g. variation of vocabulary and sentence structure, past tense, reflexive 

 verbs and adjective endings) 
 
2)   Communicative Competence (promoted by effective communication in target  
       language) 
 
3)   Listening Comprehension (acquired through class discussion and audio sources) 
 
4)   Literary Skills (reading comprehension at the German II level) 
 
5)   Composition (writing skills, including ability to write biographical information,  
      short letters and essays, letters, E-mails, and invitations) 
 
6)   Culture (knowledge of geography of German-speaking countries, holidays in  
       German-speaking countries, customs, cuisine, and history) 
 
Topics will include, but not be limited to: travel, transportation, health, animals, home, daily 
routine, professions, food, shopping, and holidays. Special focus will be placed on providing 
opportunities for students to personalize the language, and express themselves in a 
communicative environment.

Making mistakes is 
   obviously a normal part of learning a language. Don’t be shy!  
 
+  Remember that you should treat others as you wish to be treated. You will help create a 
    positive classroom environment if you are respectful and kind to your peers. Please 
    respect others with differing opinions during class discussions and do not criticize them for a 
    particular opinion on a subject. Furthermore, please do not make slandering or discriminatory 
    remarks about others based on gender, race, religion, or physical appearance. Making 
    degrading remarks to a classmate or teacher is a violation of Fulton County rules. Please 
    help create an environment in which everyone feels comfortable and happy!

*It is important for students and parents to understand that both homework and class work 
assignments will appear under the rubric homework in the online gradebook. Class work will not 
be entered in a separate category. Homework assignments will sometimes be given a grade 
based on accuracy.

RECOVERY POLICY 
 
Any student with an average of 74 or below at the end of the 6 or 12 weeks grading period may 
be eligible for a recovery plan designed to provide an additional opportunity for mastery of the 
course objectives. It is the student’s responsibility to request a recovery plan from the 
instructor. The components of the recovery are listed below. 
 

1. All assigned work must be completed in order for a student to be eligible for recovery. 
(i.e. no zeros in the grade book) 

2. Students should make an appointment to request recovery by completing and submitting 
a “Request for Recovery” form to each teacher within three days of learning of the 74 or 
below grade. 

3. The nature of the recovery assignment is to be determined by the teacher and may 
consist of a test, research project, report, etc., designed to show the student’s mastery of 
the course objectives. 

4. Recovery work must be completed in the time period designated by the teacher.
