· A variety of materials will be used in this course. These include short stories, articles as well as movies videos, and music. 


Course Description: The purpose of this course is to master and expand the skills previously acquired by the student in Spanish I. A variety of methods are used to provide cultural awareness and to develop reading and writing skills. Using a conversational approach, emphasis is placed on expanding listening and speaking skills. Classes will be conducted in Spanish 90% of the time, and you will be expected to respond in the target language. Speaking English will negatively affect your participation grade. Although, classes will be conducted in Spanish, there will be 5-10 minutes reserved at the end of each class for students to ask questions in English. 
This course requires outside preparation for each class. Learning a foreign language requires consistency and persistency; for that reason, if you spread the work out, it will be not difficult and you will learn the language step by step. 
Materials: The following are required for this class:

· Text: En español 2 
· One-inch, three-ring binder notebook

· Loose-leaf paper, pen, and pencil

· Folder

· Box of Kleenex, hand sanitizer, Clorox wipes – appreciated!
· Due to budgetary constraints it may be necessary that students go to my web page or to chshub .com to print off documents at home and bring them to class. 

Coming to class with all required materials will positively reflect on your participation grade! Do not rely on your classmates or your teacher for supplies.
Course Content: This course will cover Spanish pronunciation, greetings & introductions, conversational starters, shopping & food meals, celebrations & travel, house/neighborhood, leisure time & beach activities, weather & school, daily routine, health, holidays, professions, social occasions, telephone communication and courtesy, travel and transportation.

 To get a jump start on the units we will study this year, I suggest:

· Taking a field trip with your family to use Spanish at the Hispanic grocery stores, bakeries and restaurants on Buford Highway. In Norcross, head to the 5700 block of Buford Highway where there are Hispanic shopping centers on both sides of the road.

· Watching Spanish TV channels.

Evaluation:
· 35% oral assessments:    Your grade will be determined by your ability and willingness to communicate in the target language and to comprehend what is being said. A variety of evaluations such as listening assessments, role-plays, individual presentations, and class and group discussions will be used to assess your oral/aural abilities. The listening and the speaking portions of the unit tests will be counted under oral assessments.  

· 35% written assessments.  This includes grammar and vocabulary quizzes, writing portion of the unit tests will be counted under this section.
15% class work/homework   - Students will be required to turn their class work and homework weekly.Optimal participation includes – but it is not limited to-  bring all materials to class; use of Spanish; be attentive in class by listening, raising hand, not taking out of turn, willingness to participate; cooperation to group work; and respect towards the class and your peers. Being present in class is not enough
· 15% comprehensive final exam.


Make up Policy: It is the student’s responsibility to make up any missed assignments (activities, quizzes, tests, or projects). You may always contact us via e-mail (ferrerdev@fultonschools.org) or when you are sick at home to get the missed work. You will be given two opportunities to make up a quiz or test before it becomes a zero. Late assignments, with penalties, will be accepted when deemed appropriate. Attendance to class is vital. An absence removes a student from active classroom participation and cannot always be replaced with a make up session.
1. Upon returning to class after an absence, you must review with teacher missing work.

2. Missed homework due to an absence will be handed in the next day.
3. Missed work such as tests, quizzes, and assignments will be made up within 7 schools days.

4. If you are present the day the test/quiz is announced, you are expected to take it the day it is given. This applies to projects as well.

5. Some oral activities and participation exercises may be made up; however, certain oral exercises cannot be recreated outside of the classroom time.

Expectations:

· Be in your seat ready to learn with all materials before the tardy bell rings.
· No personal grooming, sleeping, or working on other homework is allowed.

· Do not use vulgar or offensive language. Harassment of any kind is forbidden.
