Course Description
The Chemistry curriculum continues students’ investigations of the physical sciences that began in Grades K-8 (see Fulton County Systemwide Science Vertical Instructional Framework). The course is designed to provide students with the necessary knowledge and skills in chemistry. Chemistry extends the physical sciences to more abstract concepts including, the structure and properties of matter, structure of atoms, the interaction matter, and the conservation of matter. These concepts are investigated through laboratory experiences and fieldwork designed for students to develop appropriate knowledge and skills in science as inquiry. 
Student Outcome Expectations
At the end of this course students should be able to:
1. Use appropriate scientific tools to observe, record, organize, analyze, interpret, write and present the results of scientific investigations clearly and accurately.
2. Use information, calculations and predications to explain the nature, properties, classification and nomenclature of matter including the prediction of chemical formulas based on balance of charges.
3. Use the law of conservation of matter, including molarity and molality, to determine chemical composition under different reaction types and conditions.
4. Use modern atomic theory to explain the characteristic properties of atoms including size, charge, particles, isotopes, chemical bonds, light emission and electron movement.
5. Explain the trends in the periodic table and use the knowledge to predict the properties of representative elements.
6. Demonstrate the effects of varying factors (concentration, temperature and pressure) on the rate of chemical reaction.
7. Collect, analyze and compare data on the effects of motion of atoms and molecules on physical and chemical processes and relate these to energy flow during phase changes.
8. Explain the process involved in solute-solvent interactions and evaluate the nature of acids compared with bases.       
Materials Required Daily  
1. Binder, three-ringed with dividers.  Organize as you wish but keep all papers given to you!!

2. A scientific calculator.  To be sure your calculator is a scientific one, look for the following keys:  SIN,  COS, TAN, LOG, EE or EXP.  

 Graphing calculators are not allowed on tests and quizzes !!! 

Sharing of calculators will not be allowed on Tests and Quizzes!  

3. A Pen or pencil.

Binder Quizzes  The binder will be graded in the form of unannounced notebook quizzes. If a student does not have their notebook the day of the quiz, he/she will receive a zero for that quiz. You may not use one of your 6 hall passes to get your notebook.  You must bring your binder everyday.

Recovery Policy
Opportunities designed to allow students to recover from a low or failing cumulative grade will be allowed when all work required to date has been completed and the student has demonstrated a legitimate effort to meet all course requirements including attendance.

All recovery work must be directly related to course objectives and must be completed ten school days prior to the end of the semester.

Teachers will determine when and how students with extenuating circumstances may improve their grades.

It is the student’s responsibility to request a recovery plan from the instructor. 
 
Components of the Recovery Procedure:
1.    All assigned work must be completed for a student to be eligible for recovery (i.e., no zeros in the grade book). 
2.    	Students should make an appointment to request recovery by completing and submitting a “Request for Recovery” form to the teacher within three days of learning of the failure or achievement decline. 
3.    The nature of the recovery assignment is to be determined by the teacher and may consist of a test, research project, report, etc., designed to show the student’s mastery of the course objectives.
4.    Recovery work must be completed in the time period designated by the teacher.
5.    No recovery assignments will be made during the last two weeks of the semester. 

Plagiarism Policy
Any act of plagiarism will result in a zero on the assignment and a referral for academic dishonesty.
Plagiarism - Submission for academic advancement the words, ideas, opinions or theories of another that are not common knowledge, without appropriate attribution to that other person. Plagiarism includes, but is not limited to, the following acts when performed without appropriate attribution: 
i. Directly quoting all or part of another person's written or spoken words without quotation marks, as appropriate to the discipline; 
ii. Paraphrasing all or part of another person's written or spoken words without notes or documentation within the body of the work; 
iii. Presenting an idea, theory or formula originated by another person as the original work of the person submitting that work; 
iv. Repeating information, such as statistics or demographics, which is not common knowledge and which was originally compiled by another person; 
v. Purchasing (or receiving in any other manner) a term paper or other assignment that is the work of another person and submitting that term paper or other assignment as the student's own work. 

Make-up Policy
· Tests and quizzes:  You have 1-5 days (depending on your circumstances)  from the date of your return to school to make up a test or quiz, otherwise you will receive a zero for the test or quiz. See me for arrangements.  If your first day absent is the day of the test or quiz you will take the test or quiz your first day back at school. If you are absent on the review day before the test or quiz you will take the quiz on your first day back. Students will receive a zero on all tests and quizzes not made up according to this policy.
· Labs will be made up by arrangement with me before or after school.  
· Homework and Classwork must be made up on a day for day basis. If you are absent the day something is due that assignment is due on your first day back.
