In addition to the items stated in the handbook under Honor Code Violations it is the policy of the World Languages Department that the following are also in violation of the honor code:

LATE ASSIGNMENTS: Class assignments, including homework, are assigned in order to reinforce the concepts being learned in the classroom at the current time.  For this reason, homework and classwork will not be accepted late.  In the case of major assignments, 10 percent of the total grade will be deducted for each day the work is late.  

MAKE-UP WORK:  ABSENCES SHOULD BE AVOIDED. Please remember that absence from class on any given day removes a student from active classroom participation and group dynamics.  These activities cannot be replaced by one-on-one make-up sentences.  Therefore, it is imperative that students are in attendance for class barring serious illness.
· Students will be allowed to make up missed work according to Fulton County/CHS policy.  If a student has been absent one day, they will have one day to make up the work.  It is the student’s responsibility to turn in assignments and to make arrangements for the make-up work.  Make-up assignments will not be accepted past the days allotted to complete them.
· Make-up work for each day will be uploaded onto CHSHUB.com.  

RECOVERY POLICY:  Any student with and average on 74 or below at the end of the 6 or 12 weeks grading period may be eligible for a recovery plan designed to provide an additional opportunity for mastery of the course objectives.  It is the student’s responsibility to request a recovery plan from the instructor.  The components of the recovery are listed below.  

1. All assigned work must be completed in order for a student to be eligible for recovery.  (i.e., no zeros in the grade book.)
2. Students should make an appointment to request recovery by completing and submitting a “Request for Recovery” form to the teacher within three (3) days of learning of the 74 or below grade.
3. The nature of the recovery assignment is to be determined by the teacher and may consist of a test, research project, report, etc., designed to show the student’s mastery of the course objectives.
4. Recovery work must be completed in the time period designated by the teacher.
5. No recovery assignments will be made during the last two weeks of the semester.

By the end of level 3, the students will meet the following Performance Standards:
1. Standard: Use basic greetings, farewells, and expressions of courtesy, in both oral and written forms.
2. Standard: Express likes and dislikes, emotions, and agreement and disagreement.
3. Standard: Make simple requests.
4. Standard: Ask for clarification.
5. Standard: Give simple descriptions.
6. Standard: Comprehend basic directions.
7. Standard: Ask questions and provide responses based on topics such as self, family, and school, etc.
8. Standard: Use sequenced information, such as the alphabet, days of the week, months, seasons, and numbers 0 to 100 in context.
9. Standard: Initiate, participate in, and close a brief oral or written exchange.
10. Standard: Use formal and informal forms of address.
11. Standard: Demonstrate Novice-Mid proficiency in oral and written exchanges with respect to proper pronunciation, intonation, and writing mechanics.
12. Standard: Identify the main ideas and some details when reading and listening.
13. Standard: Comprehend simple, culturally authentic announcements, messages, and advertisements.
14. Standard: Understand simple instructions, such as classroom procedures and basic computer terminology.
15. Standard: Demonstrate Novice-Mid proficiency in listening, viewing and reading comprehension.
16. Standard: Differentiate among statements, questions, and exclamations.
17. Standard: Recognize basic gestures, body language, and intonation that clarify a message.
18. Standard: Present information gathered from a variety of sources such as informal conversations, class presentations, interviews, readings, and media sources.
19. Standard: Give basic information about self and others including school, family, activities, etc.
20. Standard: Demonstrate Novice-Mid proficiency in oral and written presentations with respect to proper pronunciation, intonation, and writing mechanics.
21. Standard: Demonstrate Novice-Mid proficiency in pronunciation and intonation when presenting rehearsed material.
22. Standard: Demonstrate comprehension of rehearsed material.
23. Standard: Demonstrate knowledge of contributions of target culture(s) to civilization.
24. Standard: Identify commonly held viewpoints of the cultures, such as those relating to time, education, and meals.
25. Standard: Describe customs and traditions of the cultures such as greetings, celebrations, and courtesies.
26. Standard: Demonstrate knowledge of geographical locations and identify major countries, cities, and geographical features of the places where the target language is spoken.
27. Standard: Apply previously learned skills from other subjects, when appropriate to demonstrate knowledge in the target language (e.g. using basic math skills).
28. Standard: Identify examples of vocabulary, phrases, proverbs, and symbols from the target language that are used in other subjects.
29. Standard: Relate content from other subject areas to topics discussed in the language class, such as the influence of explorers and settlers on various regions of the United States.
30. Standard: Compare patterns of behavior and interaction in the students' own culture with those of the target language.
31. Standard: Demonstrate an awareness of elements of the students' own culture.
32. Standard: Recognize similarities and differences in sound systems, writing systems, cognates, gender and level appropriate idioms.
33. Standard: Recognize basic sound distinctions and intonation patterns and their effect on communicating meaning.
34. Standard: Give information regarding major current events of the target culture(s).
35. Standard: Understand the impact of major current events of the target culture(s).
36. Standard: Identify examples of the target language and the culture(s) studied that are evident in and through media, entertainment, and technology.
37. Standard: Identify resources, such as individuals and organizations accessible through the community or the Internet that provide basic cultural information about the culture(s) studied.
