Due to budgetary constraints, Fulton County Schools are no longer able to provide individual workbooks to students.  I will be posting copies of the workbook on chshub.com.  It will be the students’ responsibility to print the workbook pages for each lesson and bring them to class.  

Textbook:  A variety of sources will be used in this course. These include texts from French 3 textbooks, literary sources, listening comprehension materials, and materials from internet sites.   

Materials:	Pen or pencil, 3-ring binder and loose leaf paper

Course Description:   This course is designed for students continuing from level 3 of French who are not intending to go on to Advanced Placement level. This is a theme based course designed to build cultural awareness and enhance language use through selected readings, listening and conversational activities. The course fosters a growing comfort level for sustained use of French for communication.

CHS Hub:  I will be posting assignments, worksheets and other important information on www.chshub.com.  It is your responsibility to check CSH Hub daily to insure that you are up to date on what materials should be printed for class.

LATE ASSIGNMENTS: Class assignments, including homework, are assigned in order to reinforce the concepts being learned in the classroom at the current time.  For this reason, homework and classwork will not be accepted late.  In the case of major assignments, 10 percent of the total grade will be deducted for each day the work is late.  

MAKE-UP WORK:
· ABSENCES SHOULD BE AVOIDED. Please remember that absence from class on any given day removes a student from active classroom participation and group dynamics.  These activities cannot be replaced by one-on-one make-up sentences.  Therefore, it is imperative that students are in attendance for class barring serious illness.
· Students will be allowed to make up missed work according to Fulton County/CHS policy.  If a student has been absent one day, they will have one day to make up the work.  It is the student’s responsibility to turn in assignments and to make arrangements for the make-up work.  Make-up assignments will not be accepted past the days allotted to complete them.
· Make-up work for each day will be uploaded onto CHSHUB.com.  


RECOVERY POLICY:  Any student with an average on 74 or below at the end of the 6 or 12 weeks grading period may be eligible for a recovery plan designed to provide an additional opportunity for mastery of the course objectives.  It is the student’s responsibility to request a recovery plan from the instructor.  The components of the recovery are listed below.  
1. All assigned work must be completed in order for a student to be eligible for recovery.  (i.e., no zeros in the grade book.)
2. Students should make an appointment to request recovery by completing and submitting a “Request for Recovery” form to the teacher within three (3) days of learning of the 74 or below grade.
3. The nature of the recovery assignment is to be determined by the teacher and may consist of a test, research project, report, etc., designed to show the student’s mastery of the course objectives.
4. Recovery work must be completed in the time period designated by the teacher.
5. No recovery assignments will be made during the last two weeks of the semester.

32. Standard: Compare linguistic elements of the target language and English, such as the different 
	structures used to express time, tense, and mood. 
33. Standard: Discuss information acquired through the use of media, entertainment, and technology, 
	in the target language. 
34. Standard: Locate and use resources in the target language, such as individuals and organizations, 
	accessible through the community or the Internet, to reinforce cultural understanding.
