Course Description:


The primary emphasis for beginning ESOL students includes building on the initial survival language skills as well as developing interpersonal communication skills while learning about various cultural characteristics of the United States. Students will respond to and ask questions as well as participate in simple conversations. They are encouraged to retell events and stories in their own words. The focus will be on the acquisition of fundamental skills: speaking, listening, reading, and writing while developing vocabulary associated with designated themes. Students will develop critical thinking skills by analyzing talks, speeches, and written communication. Learning strategies and basic computer skills are introduced to help facilitate the acquisition of English. 

Objectives:


Students will be able to read, write, and speak more fluently in English. Each assignment plays a major role in the learning process, allowing students to apply their English knowledge in other subjects.

Grading Criteria: 

· Homework/ Notebook 10%

Recovery Policy:
