Course Description:


As students are acquiring basic listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills in English at this level, attention is given to the continuous development of grammar and usage.  Students continue to expand their interpersonal communication skills and knowledge about culture in the United States. Students begin accessing sources other than texts for information.  Process writing is introduced: planning, drafting, revising, editing, proofing and re-writing.  Students increase their reading comprehension level through continued use of reading strategies and through a variety of printed material.  Students continue to apply learning strategies and computer skills to facilitate the acquisition of English.
