Course Description and Objectives: 
The Advanced Placement Language Course exposes students to a college-level course in composition and conversation. The course is intended for HIGHLY MOTIVATED STUDENTS who wish to develop strong proficiency in 
all aspects of the target language by using a variety of authentic materials and sources. THE COURSE IS CONDUCTED COMPLETELY IN SPANISH AND STUDENTS ARE EXPECTED TO USE THE TARGET LANGUAGE DAILY IN ORDER TO COMMUNICATE WITH THEIR TEACHER AND PEERS. The following are the objectives for successful completion of 
the course and the AP exam. Students should be able to:
Listening Objective: Understand a variety of authentic accents at different speeds; understand short and longer conversations, as well as extended narratives or interviews.
Speaking Objective: Communicate an opinion/knowledge of a given topic with ease and participate in a simulated conversation with fluency and accuracy.   

Reading Objective: Read with ease a variety of written materials such as literary selections, recipes, newspaper or magazine articles and to interpret and synthesize what they have read.     

Writing Objective: Produce accurate and clear formal and informal writing samples using sufficient vocabulary and demonstrating control of grammatical structures. 

 

Evaluation: All assessments will be assigned a point value. 
· 40% ORAL ASSESSMENTS AND DAILY PARTICIPATION: These assessments will include a variety of oral evaluations such as listening comprehension activities with videos/CDs/DVDs, individual presentations, simulated conversations, role-plays, recorded practice, and participation in daily discussions. 
· 45% WRITTEN ASSESSMENTS: These assignments will include a variety of evaluations such as  

formal essays, informal writing and reflective writing related to the readings/class discussions and  

vocabulary acquisition, grammar quizzes, reading comprehension quizzes, class work and homework.
Homework will generally be graded for completeness only, and every attempt should be made to work as 

accurately as possible. All assignments will be collected at the beginning of class; so, any paper turned in  

after collection will be considered late. LATE HOMEWORK WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED. ASSIGNMENTS MUST 
BE COMPLETE TO RECEIVE THE CREDIT; INCOMPLETE ASSIGNMENTS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED. IF YOU 
ARE ABSENT, THE ASSIGNMENTS ARE DUE ON THE DAY YOU ARE BACK.. 

· 15% FINAL EXAM (Simulated AP exam / portions from released exams).
