Homework will be graded by homework quizzes (open homework, close book) weekly. The key to success on homework quizzes is to properly label and organize all homework assignment.

Students are expected to show their work and explain their answers on tests and quizzes all the time. Partial credit will be given based on how much of the above criteria are followed.

When a student is absent the day a major test is announced, he or she is still expected to take it if present on the day of the test.

All make up tests and quizzes must be taken within a week of the original test date.


After one week, the maximum score will be capped at 70 to keep the integrity of the   assessment.

A calculator can be checked out during class time using your assigned calculator pass.

It is student’s responsibility to keep parents informed of their grades and progress.

It is student’s responsibility to seek extra help from the teacher when help is needed.

Classroom Expectations: 

1. All school policies and rules as stated in the Centennial High School family handbook will be enforced in the classroom. The tardy policy (student handbook) will be strictly followed.
