Course Curriculum

The Fulton County Curriculum Guide in accordance with the Georgia Performance Standards for Accelerated Integrated Geometry will be followed.  Assignments and activities may come from a variety of sources, not just from the textbook, as prescribed by the curriculum guide.


Semester 1 Tentative
Unit 1: Statistics and Data Analysis (approximately 3 weeks)

Calculate mean and standard deviation of data sets, variation in random samples, probability histograms, continuous random variables, normal distribution, calculating z-scores
Unit 2: Right Triangle Trigonometry (approximately 3 weeks)


Special right triangles, sine, cosine and tangent functions
Unit 3: Polynomial Functions (approximately 5 weeks)

Functions and their inverses, analyze graphs of functions of higher degree, odd and even functions, real & complex roots of higher degree polynomials
Unit 4: Exponential Functions and Equations (approximately 5 weeks)

Investigate and explain characteristics of exponential functions, including domain and range, asymptotes, zeros, intercepts, solving exponential equations and inequalities 

Review for Math 2 EOCT:  This will be taken online in December and count as the semester final exam
Semester 2 Tentative
Unit 5: Logarithmic Functions and Equations (approximately 6 weeks)

Investigate properties of logarithmic functions, including half life and doubling time, solving logarithmic equations and inequalities 

Unit 6: Modeling with Matrices (approximately 5 weeks)


Basic operations with matrices, represent a system of linear equations with matrices, solve


linear programming problems in two variables, use matrices to represent vertex-edge graphs

Unit 7: Conics (approximately 6 weeks)


Recognize, analyze and graph the equations of parabolas, circles, ellipses and hyperbolas
Grading System
Students will be given progress reports to bring home at the end of each 6 weeks.  Report cards are mailed home at the end of each semester.  In addition, student grades are available online via eschool.  Students should keep all graded work for this course in their notebook.

Evaluation 

Students are expected to show their work and explain all answers at all times.  Partial credit can and will be given provided that work is shown and answers explained.

Tests and quizzes will be graded on a scale of 0 – 100%.  Students are expected to show all of their work and explain all answers at all times.  Partial credit can and will be given provided that work is shown and answers are explained.
 All tests and quizzes must be finished in the time allotted.  Extra time will not be given unless the school specifies accommodations.  The exact dates for major tests will be announced approximately one week in advance.  No new material will be covered the day before a test.  These days are reserved for review.  If you were absent the day before a test or quiz, you still need to take the test or quiz on the regular date. 
Once a topic has been covered in class, students are expected to demonstrate it proficiently at any time thereafter.  Students should review daily, at home, on their own, throughout the year.  

Homework will be assigned almost every night.  Homework checks will be unannounced.  Homework must have the proper heading, including your name, the date it was assigned, and the page and problem numbers. All problems are to be copied and all work must be shown to receive full credit for the assignment.  We will go over assignments in class so there is no excuse for inaccurate answers.  Failure to consistently do homework could make it difficult to pass quizzes and tests.  Regular practice and review is essential to success in this class.  Homework will be graded frequently using a 10-point scale based on the amount completed with sufficient work shown.  Late assignments will not be accepted, including assignments left in your locker.

Make-up Work Policy

In an effort to encourage good study habits, fair competition, and positive development in the area of academics and extra-curricular activities, the Centennial faculty supports a strong policy against honor violations. Notebook:  Students are expected to keep all work for this course in a notebook.  A three-ring binder (2”) is recommended.  Parents are encouraged to check notebooks at home as often as possible.

Section 1:  Warm-ups
Section 2:  Notes and Vocabulary

Section 3:  Assignments
Section 4:  Assessments

Student materials: Notebook, Pencils, notebook paper, graph paper, calculator, and ruler.  Coloring pencils or highlighters are not required but can be very helpful, especially for graphing assignments.  

Calculators: 

A basic scientific calculator is sufficient for home use or classroom use.  School-owned calculators will be available for classroom use only when deemed necessary by the teacher.  There are some activities that students will have to complete without the aid of a calculator. 

Because of the differences among calculators, it will be most helpful if the student uses the same calculator at home and at school. 

Students are not required to purchase a graphing calculator.  If a family chooses to purchase one, Centennial High School recommends a TI-84 to match the school calculators.

Classroom Expectations 

All policies outlined in the Fulton County Student Discipline Manual and in the Centennial High School Student Handbook (Agenda) are in effect in this classroom at all times.

1. Bring all required material to class daily.  Passes will not be given to go back to lockers for forgotten items.

2. Be courteous, respectful, and helpful at all times.  Ask for permission before borrowing anything.

3. Participate appropriately in class discussion.  Raise your hand and wait to be called on to speak.

4. Be cooperative and respectful to all students, faculty, substitute teachers, and staff at all times.

5. Be on time to class.  The school tardy policy will be strictly enforced.  (See student handbook)

6. Food items and drinks are not to be brought into the classroom.  Water is permitted in clear plastic bottles only.

All offenses after the third will be referred to the appropriate administrator.

Severe offenses will automatically be referred to the appropriate administrator.
