Textbook:  Maried, Elaine N. Essentials of Human Anatomy & Physiology, 8th Edition. Pearson Benjamin Cummings, 2006. Replacement cost of the book is $78.47. 
Course Description: This course covers science process skills and laboratory safety, body organization, chemistry of life, cells and tissues, homeostasis, skeletal system, muscular system, nervous system, endocrine system, circulatory system, respiratory system, digestive system, metabolism, urinary system, integumentary system, and reproductive system, including reference and research skills. Extensive dissections are also a part of this course. 
Materials Needed: 

· Anatomy Notebook: You must have a three ring binder that is at least 1 ½ inch in diameter with pockets. This notebook must only be used for Anatomy and should contain all work done in this class. You will also need a set of five dividers, with the following appropriate labels: Notes, Labs, Classwork, Homework, Quizzes/Tests/Projects. Place this course syllabus at the front of the notebook so you can refer back to it easily as we progress through the year. You are expected to keep a neat and organized notebook. There will be a notebook check at the end of each unit and your grade will be based on the neatness and completeness of all assignments from the five categories of your notebook.

Instructional Format: This course will consist of lecture, discussion, individual work, group work, and laboratory work. All students are expected to participate in all activities.

-Test and Major Projects: A test will be given after the completion of each unit. A typical test will consist of multiple choice, matching, fill-in-the-blank, short answer, and essay questions. Test dates will be announced at least a week in advance and study guides will be given out to assist in preparing for the exam. Students will take a final exam in December and in May. Projects will also be assigned throughout the semester and count as a test grade.
- Portfolio Website: Students are required to create and maintain a portfolio website using Google sites. Instructions will be provided in class on how to set up the site. Each site must have the following pages: Home, Class Calendar, Georgia Performance Standards, Assignments, Careers in Anatomy, Anatomy in the News, and a Blog. 
-Class Work: Any assignment completed during the class period is considered class work. Such assignments could include individual or group tasks. Notebook checks will be counted as a class work grade. 
-Quizzes: Students should expect to have a quiz a week. These quizzes will be announced at least one day in advance so the student is able to properly prepare. 

-Homework: Anatomy is a fast paced course and often requires students to do work at home. Assignments are given to help students understand the material covered in class. It is in your own best interest to make sure that you understand the material by doing the assignment thoroughly. Assignments and homework are posted on the board daily. 

-Laboratory Work: Labs are an essential part of Anatomy. Before any lab can be performed, students must sign and return a safety contract promising to abide by the rules in the laboratory. .  Inappropriate behavior during a lab activity will result in a “0” for that particular activity and may result in a permanent exclusion from future labs.  Dissection is an integral part of this course.  There is no virtual substitution for participation in dissections.  Failure to participate in any dissection will result in a “0” for that laboratory and will have a detrimental effect on the student’s overall average. After the completion of the labs, students will be expected to complete a data sheet or be asked to write a formal lab report. 
Honor Code Policy:  Any act of plagiarism will result in a zero on the assignment and a referral for academic dishonesty.

Plagiarism - Submission for academic advancement the words, ideas, opinions or theories of another that are not common knowledge, without appropriate attribution to that other person. Plagiarism includes, but is not limited to, the following acts when performed without appropriate attribution: 
i. Directly quoting all or part of another person's written or spoken words without quotation marks, as appropriate to the discipline; 

ii. Paraphrasing all or part of another person's written or spoken words without notes or documentation within the body of the work; 

iii. Presenting an idea, theory or formula originated by another person as the original work of the person submitting that work; 

iv. Repeating information, such as statistics or demographics, which is not common knowledge and which was originally compiled by another person; 

v. Purchasing (or receiving in any other manner) a term paper or other assignment that is the work of another person and submitting that term paper or other assignment as the student's own work. 
Make-up Work Procedure: For excused absences, students will have as many days as they were absent to complete and turn in the missed assignment. If a student misses a test or a lab, they must make an appointment with me to come before or after school to make it up. If the assignment is not made up within the appropriate days, it will result in a zero. It is the responsibility of the students to find out what they missed while they were absent. A notebook located on the front table of the classroom will contain the agendas and assignments completed each day for the student to look at when they return. If you are absent the day an assignment is due, you are responsible for handing it in the day you return to class. 

Late Work Policy: NO LATE WORK WILL BE ACCEPTED!!!
Recovery: Any student with a failing cumulative grade or a significant decline in achievement at the end of the 6 or 12 week grading period may be eligible for a recovery plan designed to provide an additional opportunity for mastery of the course objectives. It is the student’s responsibility to request a recovery plan from the instructor. 

Components of the Recovery Procedure:

1. All assigned work must be completed in order for a student to be eligible for recovery (i.e., no zeros in the grade book). 
2. Students should make an appointment to request recovery by completing and submitting a “Request for Recovery” form to the teacher within three days of learning of the failure or achievement decline. 
3. The nature of the recovery assignment is to be determined by the teacher and may consist of a test, research project, report, etc., designed to show the student’s mastery of the course objectives.
4. Recovery work must be completed in the time period designated by the teacher.
5. No recovery assignments will be made during the last two weeks of the semester. 
Expectations for the Classroom: 

1. Be respectful toward others at all times. In this classroom, an attitude of mutual respect will be maintained. Students will raise their hands and wait to be recognized before making a comment or asking a question, and will refrain from talking while someone else has the floor. 

2. Class begins when you enter the room. You should come in, get your materials for class out and ready, and sit down in your assigned seat before the tardy bell. 

3. Please take care of restroom needs between classes. Students will be allowed to leave class 2 times for emergency cases ONLY. Use your passes wisely. 

4. Do not bring candy, gum, drinks, etc. into the classroom. If food or drinks are brought into the room it will be discarded. 

5. Stay in your assigned seat at all times unless given permission by the teacher to get up. 

6. Safety in the lab is a must. There will be no horseplay in the lab at any time. 

7. All rules and regulations in the student handbook apply in this class. 

8. Tardies: You are expected to be in your seat and ready to work each day when the bell rings. 

1. First offense: Student/Teacher warning and sign tardy sheet in classroom

2. Second offense: Sign the tardy sheet; Parent phone call

3. Third offense: Private detention for 30 minutes before or after school

4. Fourth offense: Administrative referral
