Course Pre-requisite:
Successful completion of Drawing and Painting II or III respectively.
Course Description: 
Students will continue advanced exploration of techniques, movements, art criticism, aesthetics, styles and periods. At each sequential course level drawing and painting problems become more complex and students assume increasing responsibility and autonomy in fulfilling expectations. Students will engage in improvement and mastery of materials, development of personal styles, movements; application of art criticism and aesthetics.
An Activity Fee of $10.00 is required to participate in this course

Course Objectives - STUDENTS WILL:
Engages in the creative process and imagines new ideas by using mental and visual imagery, conceptualizing these ideas by using artistic language and contextual understandings and by developing a personal artistic voice that gives unique form to these concepts. 

Finds and solves problems through open-ended inquiry, the consideration of multiple options, consequences, and assessments;
1) sketchbook/journal to research, explore and invent artistic conventions to connect and express visual ideas; 

2) self-evaluate progress and complete works using criteria such as composition, craftsmanship,   

      technical skill, meeting goals of work, and progress over time; a variety of resources to see how artistic learning extends beyond the classroom.

3) participate in peer critique and revises artwork based on input from the critique process.

General Supply list for Drawing and Painting III and IV -

Additional materials will be added as concentration and focus are clarified. Student will determine their material and techniques concentration and focus for the semester with input from Ms. Turner:
Sketchbook should be dedicated to use for the Drawing III & !V course exclusively - containing a minimum of 75 pages - due to limitations in storage space larger sketchbooks such as 11 x 14 are not acceptable. PLEASE DO NOT PURCHASE gum bound sketch books they deteriorate quickly and pages are easily lost. Students have the option to create their own sketchbook.

· one pictorial magazine: this magazine will be used as a visual resource to inspire the student 

toward “beginner’s mind” as a creative catalyst. The magazine should be a visual reference that will act to refresh and inspire the student outside her/his usual train of thought and visual culture. Suggested types of magazines: travel, gardening, adventure sports or outdoor with lots of images to inspire.)

Course Requirements:

SKETCHBOOK - The sketchbooks will be used for class assignments and visual journal assignments to reinforce class work. The sketchbook is a vital tool for each student’s participation. Students are encouraged to sketch every day and ARE REQUIRED TO BRING the sketchbook along with the requested supplies to class each day. 

CLASS ASSIGNMENTS - Students will complete all class work and participate in class discussions and activities. Assignments involve a combination of art production, art history, art criticism and visual journal activities combined throughout the semester.

TEXTBOOK - The textbook used for this class is, Creating and Understanding Drawings, Glencoe Publishing, 2006 and Discovering Painting, Gerald Brommer and Nancy K. Kline. The books will be used often in class and Creating and Understanding Drawings will be issued through CHS to students during the first week of school.
Grading: Students will be given specific objectives and grading criteria for each assignment. Students are expected to complete each assignment using his/her personal best and on time. Students are responsible for turning in their individual assignments in the appropriate location at the appropriate time. Projects and assignments not turned in on the assigned date become a zero until received and graded. 10 points will be deducted from a 100 possible points for each day past the due date and credited upon receipt and grading of late projects and assignments.
The total semester grade will be based on the following:

7+ major grades (50%)

Sketchbook/Daily Assignments/Participation** (25%)

(studio projects to be determined based upon student’s goals)

Unit Tests/Quizzes (10%)

Final Exam (15%) 

*EACH Studio project counts as a MAJOR GRADE - 50% of the student’s overall grade.

**100% participation involves a student’s full participation in class activities including discussions, reading and written assignments, cleaning up after one self, as well as, exhibiting responsible behavior. Responsible behavior reflects a student’s respect for the teacher and his classmates by respecting class time as a learning opportunity. Students begin the course with an A; however, a student neglecting to complete the class projects and ignoring project guidelines may quickly find their grade significantly declining by the second progress report. 
Students are held accountable for all work assigned in and out of class and are expected to:

1) seek additional help or ask project related questions that may prevent student from completing the project prior to the project deadline.
(“Prior to” means at least three days before the project deadline not the day before or the day of a project deadline allowing the student sufficient time to complete a quality project.)

2) submit projects by designated project deadlines

3) submit all work in the appropriate manner and place designated by Ms. Turner.

Storage of Work

Students will be assigned storage areas for his/her work and it is the responsibility of the student to store their work in the assigned area. Any artwork left behind at the semester’s end will not be stored.

Clean-Up**
Students are responsible for cleaning up after themselves each day.  When clean-up time is called, each student must clean his/her immediate area, as well as the common areas of the room. The clean-up grade is a portion of the Participation percentage.
Student Absence 

It is the responsibility of the student to make up all work missed. It is also the responsibility of the student to obtain from the teacher or a classmate: any notes, handouts, directions or other information missed due to absence. Late work: If a project is due on the day when the student is absent, he/she is to turn in the assignment on the day that he/she returns to class. Consequently, if the student is absent on the day of an exam he/she is responsible for making up the exam upon returning to class. Any outstanding projects become a zero if not completed by the deadline. It is the student’s responsibility to turn in late assignments. Late assignments if unexcused will be for partial credit only. Incomplete or missing projects will not be credited beyond the six week grading period in which it was assigned.
Food/Drink/Gum 

In accordance with CHS rules, students are not allowed to eat/drink in the classroom (this includes candy and gum due to students’ carelessness no gum will be permitted). Water bottles with lids or twist tops are the exception. No coffee, red bull, energy or open canned drinks are permitted in class. Unfortunately, no chewing gum is allowed due to large percentage of students’ inability to keep gum in their mouth or deposit in the appropriate trash bin. Students are responsible for their own trash and will be assigned additional clean-up responsibilities should student’s neglect to dispose of trash properly. Violations of the food/drink/gum policy will result in detention and continued violations will result in a discipline referral.
Conduct**
A student will receive a lower participation grade if the teacher determines that his/her art grade is dropping due to behavior. Respect for fellow students’ work is expected and is considered part of each student’s personal participation grade.

Detention (30 minutes in duration)

When student’s behavior interferes with his/her effort to study art or with other student’s efforts, the teacher may choose to assign detention. Detentions may be assigned for reasons such as the following: breaking any school rules, disruptive behavior, tardiness, as well as, other behaviors that have a negative effect upon the learning environment in class. Detention will be served at the convenience of the teacher within three days of the offense. Exceptions must be communicated to Ms. Turner and alternate arrangements made within 3 days to the serve detention. Student must arrive by 3:50 for afternoon detention and 8:00 a.m. for morning detention. A no show for detention will result in a discipline referral. Additionally, excessive detention will lead to disciplinary action from the administration.

Tardiness
Students are allowed adequate time to move from class to class as long as he/she remains focused upon getting to class and doesn’t linger this should not become an issue for the student. Students must be in the classroom and seated by the ringing of the last bell. Students are considered “tardy” if outside the classroom when the bell rings and are considered tardy. Even if I’m standing in the hallway and see the student in the hallway when the bell rings the student is considered tardy. Tardy students must have a valid testing or administrative pass to be “excused tardy”. Student tardiness will be dealt with in accordance with the school tardy policy. Excessive tardiness will not only impact your child’s academic performance it will also result in disciplinary action from the Administration.
Cell Phones

In this age of technology I realize cell phone use is a primary part of most individual’s lives and a means of staying in communication with parents, yet, please be aware CHS has a strict cell phone policy. Students are prohibited from using their cell phones from 8:00 a.m. until the end of the school day. All cells phones must be turned off during class and out of sight during class time – this includes texting. Students must abide by this policy bell to bell no exceptions during class. Violations will result in the following: 1st offense – the student will receive a discipline referral and the Parent may collect the phone after school on the following Tuesday only. Subsequent violations will be dealt with on an Administrative level. 
Be smart . . . don’t chance it.
Honor Code

Students may not share nor receive assistance on any work for which they will receive a grade. Please refer to page 4-5 of the Student Handbook for a statement concerning consequences for honor code violations.

Help Sessions 

Students may request help sessions Wednesday afternoons, by appointment, from 
3:45 - 4:30 p.m. in room E57. Parent conferences are also available Wednesday afternoons by appointment. Morning sessions are available from 8:00 – 8:30 to assist students needing to complete missed assignments or requiring additional time to complete assignments. Do to morning Staff meetings, etc. students must prearrange help sessions to ensure that I am available.
Recovery Policy

Opportunities designed to allow students to recover from a low or failing cumulative grade will be allowed when all work required to date has been completed and the student has demonstrated a legitimate effort to meet all course requirements including attendance.


Students should contact the teacher concerning recovery opportunities. Teachers are expected to establish a reasonable time period for recovery work to be completed during the semester. All recovery work must be directly related to course objectives and must be completed ten school days prior to the end of the semester.

Teachers will determine when and how students with extenuating circumstances may improve. Pleases refer to the CHS handbook.
