Course Description:  The advanced level French course focuses on the mastery of the four language skills of understanding, speaking, reading and writing.  The course will cover the 6 Advanced Placement themes of  global challenges, science and technology, modern life, beauty and aesthetics, public and private Identities, and family and community.  

Advanced Placement French is combined with French IV Honors in one class. However, Advanced Placement students will write longer written compositions, prepare longer speaking presentations and take assessments at Advanced Placement level.
